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Abstract

Purpose: The purpose of the current research is to design a research literacy
curriculum model for Islamic Azad University students.

Method: It was done using the qualitative method and based on the data theory
of the foundation. In this research, the systematic approach attributed to Strauss
and Corbin and paradigmatic logic were used. The scope of this research was
used in the first part of all secondary sources, including texts, books,
publications, related websites and existing reports, and in the second part, 18
professors and visiting professors of the field of curriculum planning in the field
of research literacy were used in a targeted manner and Snowball interviews
were conducted until theoretical saturation was reached. The research method
was semi-structured interview and it was done according to coding. Data
analysis was done in the first part with the help of secondary sources, including
all texts, books and publications, in the second part, in-depth semi-structured
interviews with open, central and selective coding professors.

Findings: The student research literacy curriculum model includes sixteen
elements of needs assessment, goal, content, time, space, learning
activity,teaching method, evaluation, materials and resources, thinking,
motivation, budget, research ethics, professor's role, grouping, consequence.
Conclusion: The model obtained in the research literacy curriculum of students
of Islamic Azad University of Tehran had the necessary validity.
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Designing Research Literacy Curriculum Model for Islamic Azad University Students

Purpose: The University is one of the great institutions that emerged throughout human
history, whose structure has been formed over many years, besides that, research is one of the
pillars of countries' development, and countries that are developed have a dynamic research
system and try to be future-oriented. Provide the path of growth and progress for their
society. Conducting research requires finding skills and in other words, developing the level
of research literacy in society and the educational system plays a very important role in the
development of this type of literacy in the educated stratum of the country and it can be said
that teaching research skills is the focus of attention in higher education, not only for Students
who are eager to produce new knowledge and understanding, but also for those who will have
access to such new knowledge and understanding in the course of their professional activities,
and the skills of written communication and critical thinking are the basis of every stage or
component of the research effort. The purpose of the current research is to design a model
The research literacy curriculum is for the students of Islamic Azad University.

Method: It was done using the qualitative method and based on the data theory of the
foundation.

Data analysis was done in the first
part with the help of secondary sources, including all texts, books, and publications, in the
second part, in-depth semi-structured interviews with open, central, and selective coding
professors. In this research, using the qualitative method and due to the lack of access to a
similar model, the foundation's data theorizing approach was used. The first part was
designed with the help of secondary sources, and in the second part, from interviews with
faculty and visiting professors in the field of curriculum planning and open, central, and
selective coding, the model of research literacy curriculum for students of Islamic Azad
University (the study of Tehran province) was designed. The scope of this research is all the
secondary sources, including texts and reports in the field of research literacy, and a snowball
of 18 professors from the faculty and visiting professors of Islamic Azad Universities of
Tehran province were interviewed. The basis for the selection and invitation of the professors
in the research was teaching in the field of curriculum. In the interview summary section,
Nvivo open coding software was used to obtain concepts, and in the second stage, axial
coding was done manually. In the third stage, the main categories were selectively coded. In
total, 199 concepts, 43 sub-categories, and 19 main categories were obtained in three stages
of coding. In the coding process, the Strauss and Corbin method was used.

Findings: The findings were categorized with 198 concepts in 45 subcategories and 19 main
categories. Finally, the model of research literacy curriculum for students of Islamic Azad
University (study of Tehran province) was developed. In the open coding stage, the
paragraphs of each text were coded and conceptualized. Basic concepts were extracted with
the help of En Vivo software version 11. The information obtained from the analysis of the
concepts of the paradigm model, some of which are listed as examples. Concepts were
extracted in open coding. At this stage, the concepts are put together and placed into
subcategories based on commonalities, similarities, or semantic overlap. In the third step,
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these categories were manually classified into the main categories based on the paradigm
components.

Conclusion: The findings of the research with the technique of graphing and writing the
trajectory of the story of integrating the concepts of designing the research literacy
curriculum model of the students of Islamic Azad University of Tehran province and
responding to the existing research gap in this field, this issue as a phenomenon after the
analysis of the findings During the process of open, central and selective coding, in the form
of a paradigm model, the research literacy curriculum model of the students of Islamic Azad
University was reflected and compiled with the diagram technique in the form of the model
of Figure 1. To get a better description of the graph, by writing the research trajectory, the
research literacy curriculum model of Islamic Azad University students was described. In
developing the research literacy curriculum model for students of Islamic Azad University,
strengthening thinking, creating the spirit of curiosity and research, problem-solving skills are
among the causal conditions. For this reason, to create and form the phenomenon, the
obstacles in each of these components should be removed. Since the curriculum model of
students' research literacy with research-oriented teaching methods, networking, and
interaction with other researchers and scientific institutions, create a space for criticism and
hypothesizing, encouraging students to participate in learning may change. For this reason,
the planners must control the background conditions in which the processes and interactions
to manage the control and response to the hidden phenomenon are under control and equip
the curriculum to deal with these changes in developing the research literacy curriculum
model for university students. Islamic Azad is one of the causal conditions of strengthening
thinking, creating the spirit of curiosity and research, problem-solving skills.
