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Abstract

Purpose: The present research was conducted with the aim of identifying, compiling
and validating entrepreneurial education indicators for sustainable employment
generation in Islamic Azad Universities of Tehran.

Materials and Methods: The research method was applied according to the purpose,
applied according to the type of data, qualitative according to the time of data
collection, cross-sectional and according to the method of data collection, content
analysis. The statistical community included the professors of the Islamic Azad
Universities of Tehran in 1400-1401 and the officials with experience in the Islamic
Azad Universities. The method of data analysis was using MAXQDA software.

Findings: The results showed that the components and dimensions of entrepreneurial
education in Islamic Azad Universities of Tehran include the goal (entrepreneurship
knowledge, entrepreneurial attitude, entrepreneurial skills), structure (entrepreneurship
content, entrepreneurial support, entrepreneur professor) and method (based on direct
transfer, based on interaction, based on the central issue) as well as the components and
dimensions of sustainable employment, including organizational dimensions
(management, organizational changes in the university, organizational infrastructures)
and environment (supporting infrastructures, legal infrastructures and market features).

Conclusion: based on side interviews with experts in the field of entrepreneurship and
job creation in Islamic Azad Universities of Tehran, the components of the model for
the purpose of implementation included entrepreneurial education including the goal,
content, teaching/learning methods, structure, evaluation, process, resources and
equipment, which The basis of the final model was presented, and the results showed
that it had good validity.
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Identifying, Compiling and Validating Indicators of Entrepreneurial Education for
Sustainable Job Creation in Islamic Azad Universities of Tehran

Introduction: As an educational center, the university needs specialized, trained and
compassionate forces to achieve the goals of the university. With increasing attention to
research along with education as the goals of universities, the need for professors who are
interested in research and have the necessary standards for a faculty member will be more
necessary than ever. Faculty members have duties and characteristics that their attention and
correct performance is the key to the success of the university, students and professors
themselves. Also, there are problems and obstacles in the way of fulfilling the duties of the
members, removing them and facilitating the activities of the members will speed up the
process of reaching the goals of the university. In order to institutionalize the research system
in higher education, it is very important to pay attention to the recognition of the centrality of
research, and in fact, it provides a valuable context for students to acquire, clarify and apply
scientific concepts. Using this method puts students in a research environment; An
environment where the teaching and learning process is based on research and during this
process students give feedback on what they observe and discover. This makes them
sometimes change their direction and ask new questions, discover challenges and
contradictions and seek a new perspective and fill their information gap. Today, the state of
expenses is such that a real worker has to work several tens of hours a week to be able to
meet his expenses. But in the meantime, what is sustainable employment? Sustainable
employment is a concept that is directly related to job security. In general, sustainable
employment can be considered as a job that has a fixed and specific average income and at
the level of household expenses (Name 2019). In general, when the expenses of the
household or the individual are more than the income from his employment, the person is
involved in poverty. In other words, when a person cannot simply provide for his needs based
on his income, he is practically considered poor. The poverty line is a concept based on
which it determines the ratio of the average cost of living in the society. In simpler words, for
example, if the poverty line is around 5 million tomans, it means that the minimum income of
a person must be more than 5 million tomans in order to experience life above the poverty
line. Sustainable employment should have the possibility to be at a suitable distance from the
poverty line. Have poverty Of course, with inflation in the economy, costs will increase.
Income in stable employment should increase in proportion to these costs so that the person is
under less pressure from inflation. Therefore, the current research was conducted with the
aim of identifying, compiling and validating the indicators of entrepreneurial education for
sustainable job creation in the Islamic Azad Universities of Tehran.

Materials and Methods: The research method was applied according to the purpose, applied
according to the type of data, qualitative according to the time of data collection, cross-
sectional and according to the method of data collection, content analysis. The statistical
population included university professors in 1400-1401 and officials with experience in
Islamic Azad Universities according to the entry criteria, and 19 participants were selected by
non-random sampling of the targeted type and saturation principle. Semi-structured
interviews were used to collect data. To determine validity, reliability method was used, and
to determine reliability, retest method and intrasubject agreement method were used. The
method of data analysis in the qualitative part was thematic analysis with MAXQDA
software.

Findings: The results showed that the components and dimensions of entrepreneurial
education in Islamic Azad Universities of Tehran include the goal (entrepreneurship
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knowledge, entrepreneurial attitude, entrepreneurial skills), structure (entrepreneurship
content, entrepreneurial support, entrepreneur professor) and method (based on direct

While the lack of these resources in some countries has caused them to become
one of the leading countries in the world by using the power of thought, creativity, innovation
and initiative, or in one word, entrepreneurship. Attention to entrepreneurship plays an
essential role in the development and progress of countries, and entrepreneurship is usually
synonymous with job creation and business. Entrepreneurship is a broad concept that
includes a wide range of activities from the birth of a pure idea to innovation and creating a
new career for a person. Today, entrepreneurship is known as the factor of progress and
economic cycle of every country. In modern and advanced economies, entrepreneurship is an
important and undeniable principle (Sana Harbia, 2010, cited by Weakland et al., 2019).
Based on this, entrepreneurship education has been the subject of entrepreneurs for years in
developed countries, science has attracted the attention of scientists, officials and people, and
it has become one of the most popular academic fields. The importance of applying
entrepreneurship has reached such a point that some consider it one of the effective factors of
production, such as labor capital (other than human power). Known and introduced as an
economic engine (Suriyaman et al., 2023: 20). It should be acknowledged that in today's
world, entrepreneurship is the first word because it can lead to sustainable employment.
Entrepreneurship is based on skills and prepares people for this purpose.
