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Abstract
Introduction: Today, universities are increasingly adopting the strategy of

internationalization to gain a competitive advantage in national and international markets.
Therefore, attracting and enrolling international students is crucial as the primary option
for the internationalization of universities. This article aims to analyze the expectations of
international students towards the university and the viewpoints of higher education experts
regarding the requirements for attracting international students.

Methodology: The research was applied in terms of purpose, employing a qualitative
method. The participants in the research consisted of: (a) 18 international students studying
in public universities and (b) 13 experts in higher education with experience in the field of
internationalization of higher education. Data collection was conducted through in-depth
and semi-structured interviews. The gathered data and information were analyzed using
NVivo and SPSS software.

Findings: The findings revealed that the expectations of international students from their
university could be categorized into three groups: (a) teaching-learning, (b) administrative
and support services, and (c) cultural guidance and counseling. The requirements for
attracting international students could be categorized into two groups: (a) laws and
regulations, macro policies of higher education, and (b) universities and higher education
institutions.

Conclusion: The article analyzed the views of stakeholders and experts, providing a
valuable opportunity for reconsidering the increase in attracting international students.
Based on the findings, recommendations were made.
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Rethinking the Increase of Attracting International Students, Based on the Analysis of
the Viewpoints of Higher Education Experts and Students

Introduction: One of the factors causing transformation and development in the higher education
system is globalization and internationalization. The importance of internationalization has been
mentioned in the upstream documents of the country. One of the most important areas of academic
studies in relation to the internationalization of higher education is the attraction of international
students. This issue has also been reflected in the world rankings of universities, such that one of the
criteria in the ranking system of universities is the ratio of international students at the university. This
shows that international students are an advantage for the university. In this regard, and considering
the situation where world universities are competing to attract more international students, and taking
into account the position of Iranian universities in the region and the world, the question arises: how
can they thoughtfully and successfully participate in this competition? Today, if organizations are
aware of the opinions and expectations of their stakeholders and improve their performance and
provide better services, they can have a good position in the competitive arena. Therefore, it is
necessary for universities to be aware of the expectations of international students. This will enhance
awareness of the current situation and enable appropriate decisions to attract more international
students. This article aims to analyze the expectations of international students towards the university
and the viewpoints of higher education experts regarding the requirements for attracting international
students. This will help improve the planning and policy-making system for attracting more
international students.

Materials and methods: The research is applied in terms of purpose, using a qualitative method. The
participants of the research were: (a) 18 international students studying in public universities and (b)
13 experts in higher education with experience in the field of internationalization of higher education.
Data collection was conducted with in-depth and semi-structured interviews. The collected data and
information were analyzed using NVivo and SPSS software.

Results and discussion: The findings showed that the expectations of international students from their
university could be categorized into three groups: (a) teaching-learning, (b) administrative and support
services, and (c) cultural, guidance, and counseling. According to the results, in the teaching-learning
category, the highest frequency was related to "coordinating the content of courses with the skills
needed in the new era". In the category of administrative and support services, the most frequent
concern was related to "support to facilitate and accelerate consular affairs”. Finally, in the cultural,
guidance, and counseling category, the most frequent expectation was related to "holding meetings to
get to know the university upon entering”.

Requirements for attracting international students could be categorized into two groups: (a) laws and
regulations, macro-policies of higher education, and (b) universities and higher education institutions.
According to the results, in the category of laws and regulations, macro-policies of higher education,
the highest frequency was related to "highlighting the competitive advantages of Iranian universities",
and in the category of universities and institutions of higher education, the highest frequency was
related to "improving the quality of education and standardizing the content of education".

Conclusion: The issue of educating and attracting international students is very important in the
internationalization of higher education. The findings of this study can serve as a valuable opportunity
for review and rethinking in order to increase the attraction of international students to Iranian higher
education. If universities aim to move towards internationalization and attract international students,
they must fulfill the necessary requirements in this regard. It is suggested that the competitive
advantages of universities in attracting international students be highlighted. Introducing new teaching
and learning ideas in an international environment can enhance universities' ability to compete in
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international markets. Therefore, universities should establish a teaching and learning environment
suitable for an international audience.
